 PURDUE TRI-SERVICE ROTC HALL OF FAME
NOMINATION GUIDELINES
Eligibility:  The Purdue ROTC Hall of Fame was established to recognize alumni of Purdue’s ROTC programs who have distinguished themselves by exemplifying those attributes of leadership, integrity, moral courage and self-discipline that the program tries to develop.  Service to the nation, to the community and outstanding leadership in the fields of business, government, education, or other professional fields will be used as the basis for selection.  A nominee must have graduated twenty five years (25) from the upcoming year of induction.
Guidelines:  

To be considered for the Hall of Fame Committee nominations must be received by November 1 of the year prior to the next induction.    

Nominations will consist of:  

a. Name, address, telephone number and, if available, the email address of the nominator.
b. Name, address, telephone number and, if available, the e-mail address of the nominee.  

c. A letter of nomination, submitted by the nominator, who is someone other than the nominee, providing a detailed biographical narrative description of the nominee’s distinguished service while in military service and in their civilian career, along with the nominee’s community service contributions.  The biographical sketch has no length limitations but should be as detailed as possible.  (See Annex A)

d. Two letters of recommendation besides the nominator are required.
